            Construction Scheduling: Preparation, 
Liabilit y and Claims the second edition brings us up to 
date on CPM schedules, their use and abuse. Today, you 
find the field of construction scheduling in is crisis due to 
endemic problems caused by a variety of factors. These 
factors include: lack of qualified scheduling practitioners, 
failure of scheduling practitioners to execute 
responsibilities in a professional manner, widespread 
software user abuse due to ignorance, negligence, and 
deliberate deception; and failure by all construction 
parties to the scheduling process to exercise the 
intellectual rigor necessary for successful project 
schedules.  
             The publication of the second edition of 
Construction Scheduling is an exciting development in 
the field of network analysis systems.  Its release 
coincides with the chartering of the College of 
Scheduling within the Project Management Institute. 
Further, it provides substantial resources to address very 
serious needs facing the construction industry today - 
indeed a need to eradicate an industry crisis of 
scheduling software user abuses, false scheduling, and 
false updating of projects. 
             All CSI members should examine chapter three, 
where this book gives you sound advice on developing 
schedule specifications and the responsibility for 
schedule preparation.  Then too, in chapter four, anyone 
who deals with specifications must know the legal 
aspects of schedule specifications.  At chapter four, 4.16, 
the authors show you the factors contributing to poor 
schedule specifications. 
             In chapter eight, you learn about the very useful 
tool of Time Impact Analysis and how to us use it with 
CPM schedules.  As you read, do not skip over chapter 
nine where it outlines the proper steps that all contract 
parties must take to apply CPM techniques to contract 
claims. 
             Read onto chapter ten and learn about scheduling 
and Standards of Proof  for Contractor Time Delay.  
Then it really gets interesting when you discover 
software manipulation that brings forth the crisis in 
today's scheduling because of the lack of professionalism 
and intellectual vigor on the part of scheduling 
practitioners and experts. The name of this chapter tell s 
the story with the name of “Scheduling Industry Crisis - 
‘Rotten Bananas in Software Paradise' or ‘The Return to

             Next take a look at chapter fourteen where you 
learn more about claims related to project schedules. Study 
the t i t l e “ INV ESTIGATING, PREPARING, 
PRESENTING, and DEFENDING CLAIMS”, where you 
become famili ar with the warning signs of claims, contract 
provisions, and counterclaims.  
             In chapter fifteen you wil l learn about the 
qualification of the expert witness and his or her role in the 
critique of your schedule and its updates.  Then too, you 
experience the expert witness position on your schedule 
specifications.   The text also includes appendixes A thru K 
for your study and examination.  
             I highly recommend that you purchase this book 
and have your staff use the many sections to give you a 
better project schedule.
