IBC 101: The International Building Code for Architects and Other Dummies
Part 2: Hide and Go Seek
by: Paul Sweet

This is the second article in a series on changes in the 2002 Virginia Uniform Statewide
Building Code (VUSBC), which incorporates the 2000 International Building Code, other codes by
the International Code Commission, and numerous state amendments. This article and the next
one discuss Means of Egress (Chapter 10). This month’s article compares the location of topics in
the IBC with BOCA. Sections which have changes from BOCA requirements are noted with an
asterisk. These changes will be discussed in the next article. Most of the IBC requirements are
almost the same as BOCA, but the IBC is much more explicit and verbose.

This chapter has been completely reorganized, apparently by a deranged former IRS tax code
writer! Instead of organizing sections by components (doors, stairs, etc.), it is (dis)organized by
elements (exit access, exits, exit discharge). | have been told that the 2003 IBC will return to an
organization similar to BOCA, so by the time we have almost learned the new organization it will
be time to unlearn it.

Section 1001 is Administration, Section 1002 is Definitions. Section 1003 is General Means of
Egress. This section combines requirements for several components, which had their own
sections in BOCA, resulting in some very lengthy paragraph numbers. Continuity of means of
egress is spelled out in several locations, whereas in BOCA it is just implied by the definition of
Means of Egress.

The new convention center is sted adjacent to
Interstate 64 in the #Coliseum Centra® area of
Hampton. Two maor airports, Newport News/

F&R Services

F&R provided design phese geotechnical engineeaing
services for the Hampton Roads Convention Center and
associated infrastructure. Also, F& R asssted with design
document and specification review.

The convention center fadlity was designed utili zing the
2000 International Building Code (IBC). The seismic
design criteria for building design under the 20001BC is
significantly greaer than that required by the existing
Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code (VUSBC).
F&R had in-situ seismic cone penetrometer tests
performed to access ®il shea wave velocity in the top
100 feea of the soil profile, and define the seismic site
classasidentified in the 20001BC.

To suppat the buil ding's column loads of up to 500 tons
and maintain founcition settlements within tolerable
limits, F&R provided design recommendations for driven
precast-prestressed concrete piles (deg foundations). To
refine the deep foundhtion design and to lessen potential
delays during construction, F&R performed a design
phase test pile program. F&R developed, danned,
coordinated, and implemented the test pile program.
These services included preparation d bid doacuments,
retaining a pile ontrador, providing piles, and
monitoring and testing the test pil e installation. F& R also
provided dynamic testing with a pile driving anayzer
(PDA) during test pile installation and re-strikes to
evaluate pile driving stresses and ple capacity.

A portion of the planned convention center building
foatprint was located over aformer lowland areathat had
been filled. F&R identified this condition duing our
design phese study, and provided ground replacement
and ground improvement measures to permit the use of
conventional slabs-on-grade for the building.
