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Fluor-led Team Gets Green Light To Move For-
ward With HOT-Lane Proposal I n Virginia

A team led by Aliso Vigjo, Calif.-based Fluor Daniel,
Inc. will move forward on a proposal to add four 14-mile vari-
able-priced tall lanes on Virginias Interstate 495, also known
as the Capital Beltway. The team will begin negotiations with
the Virginia Dept. of Transportation on a comprehensive agree-
ment for the approximately $693-million plan, which falls un-
der the state's Public-Private Transportation Act (PPTA).

The team, which includes HNTB, Lane Construction,
Vollmer Associates and Greenhorne & O'Mara, submitted the
lone $693-million proposal in 2002 (ENR 3/17/03, p. 17).
Transportation Commissioner Philip Shucet reviewed the pro-
posal and official announced the go-ahead Aug. 27 after a
PPTA advisory panel gave its recommendation. "l asked Fluor
to take the first shot at putting the schedule together,” says
Shucet. "Once we get a schedule, we'll paste it on the wall and
that's the beat we'll all march to." Fuor project manager Gary
Grote estimates it will take about two months to work out the
schedule up to project scope and financia plan. A design-build
agreement and floating of toll revenue bonds would follow.
Construction could begin in 18 monthsiif all goeswell.

Fluor's team proposes to build two high-occupancy toll
(HOT) lanes in each direction from north of the Springfield
Interchange to north of the Dulles Toll Road. According to the
proposal, HOT lanes would be free to carpoolers, buses and
emergency vehicles, cars carrying only one or two people
would pay a variable toll ranging from $1 to $4.80 to use the
lanes. Large trucks would not be alowed to use the HOT
lanes. The team's proposal includes a design-build lump-sum
bid and afour-year time frame. Only four right-of-way acquisi-
tions would be required.

The $693-million proposal currently calls for 13% pub-
lic funding, but Shucet expects the team to pursue options to
reduce that share even more. "One of the first work products
that 1 would expect the team to undertake would be a much
more refined toll revenue feasibility study," he adds. The rest of

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the cost would be covered by a Transportation Infra-
structure Finance and Innovation Act loan and toll
bonds.

Progress al so depends on a environmental fea-
sibility study which is scheduled to finish thisyear. "A
major milestone is the conclusion of the NEPA proc-
ess," notes Grote. "That's separate from us. We expect
theresults in November. If it's for build, not no-build,
we could go forward even faster.” Grote was encour-
aged by the results of VDOT public workshopsin
which more than half of written comments supported
widening the beltway. Average daily traffic on the belt-
way is estimated to reach 283,990 next year.

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Project Managers & Documentation

Today every construction project requires detail
documentation by the astute Project Manager. Consci-
entious and orderly record-keeping not only provides
the information to effectively and efficiently manage a
project, it is also essential preparation for contract dis-
putes, delays and litigation. Such preparation requires a
comprehensive documentation system to defend against
or prove entitlement to and amount of damages result-
ing from a compensable claim. Adequate documenta-
tion may also satisfy arequirement for alogical and
supportable demonstration of cause and effect.

Documenting the many complicated problems
which may develop during a construction project is
burdensome. Nevertheless, since documentation is es-
sentia to the success of your project, the importance of
creating adetail paper trail cannot be overemphasi zed.
Because disputes are not often settled until after a pro-
ject is completed, which may be several years or more,
the Project Manager’ s policy must recognize that com-
mitting anything to memory is only as good as the lon-
gevity of the people involved both physically and cor-
porately. Documentation lasts longer than people and
their jobs. The assiduous Project Manager must ana-
lyze his or her game plan as it related to documenta
tion.

Project records should, at a minimum be:
[1] Made contemporaneously with the event.

[2] Made by, or be based upon, information from a per-

son with knowledge of the event.
[3] Kept asaregular practice of the company.
[4] Sufficiently detailed to permit athird person to re-
construct project activities solely from said files.
It isalso imperative for Owners, Contractors,
Architects, Engineers and sub-contractors to be prob-

lem-oriented, while maintaining proper documenta-
tion during construction to be able to identify and
react to those problems which may impact the con-
tract price or performance time.

Itiscritical that records are kept of anything
and everything that may be pertinent to problem
avoidance. Some problems with obvious lost poten-
tia include:

Lack of meticulous CPM planning.

Out of sequence activities.

Improper administration of change orders.

No real people communication.

Lackadaisical attitudes asto CPM schedule up-
dates.

Very little team esprit de corps.

Changes to specifications and plans.

Delayed approval of shop drawings.
Suspension or stop orders.

Completelog of RFI's.

No timely or adequate input to CPM schedule
updates.

Untimely response to information requested
Interference by other Contractors or Owner
Differing site conditions.

Meticulous cost records.

Abnormal weather and climatologica data.
Tansportation and/or material delays.
Unusually severe inspections.

Failure to monitor risk.

Material shortages.

Labor shortages.

Neglect to manage submittal log.

Defective or deficient plans and specifications.
Defective Owner furnished materials.

No enigma management.

Critique detail meeting minutes.
