This Part also includes requirements for assessment related to
possible discontinued use.”

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(http://management.cadalyst.com/aec/article/articleD
il.jsp?id=310648 )"As an organization dedicated for
more than five decades to the sound integration of all
data and information involved in creating and sustainjng
the built environment, CSl is particularly interested in
BIM. It represents the next step in meeting the “4 Cs’
of CSil: clear, concise, correct and complete
construction documents that will reduce costs, improye
efficiency and raise productivity.”

There is a push by software vendors and some
consultants to the construction industry to expand
services well beyond the construction phase. Product
Lifecycle Management (PLM), which integrates the
software used to design, manufacture, sell, and
maintain manufactured products, is catching on the
aerospace, automotive, and other large industries.
Building Information Modeling (BIM) is the
construction equivalent to PLM. We hear that BIM is
the future of CADD, and how, for instance, it will
benefit a future owner to be able to open the BIM file
to order more light bulbs. The U.S. General Services
Administration requires all AEC firms to include BIM
as part of its work proposals. While PLM may work
well in industries that maintain some degree of contrql
and responsibility for their products from design to
disposal (or recycling), we don’t hear much about how
BIM would function in our present fragmented
construction industry and adversarial legal system. It
might be necessary to create giant design/build/manage
firms, such as General Buildings Corporation or Ford
Facilities Company, or to find ways to share
information without incurring additional liability, to
really make BIM work.

Parts 1 to 3 are directed to the Contractor. Part 4 is
addressed to the Owner, or his facility manager, and
doesn’t really begin to take effect until the Contractor|s
work is completed. Most architects and engineers hgve
required the Contractor to prepare operations &
maintenance manuals, which are more often than no
merely a collection of approved submittals. A few
firms actually prepare separate “Owners Manuals”.
There is a need for better documentation to explain how
the building systems were designed to be operated. |f
this new SectionFormat is adopted, it will be interesting
to see how many actually firms use Part 4, and whether
Part 4 requirements can successfully be separated from
the Owner-Contractor agreement.
