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SPUTTering Along

This is a follow up to an article published a
couple months ago on this topic. The Con-
struction Specifications Institute (CSI) recently
appointed a SectionFormat™/PageFormat™
Update Task Team (SPUTT) to address the
changing needs of specifications in the con-
struction industry.

The work of this team hasn’t been as contro-
versial as the change in MasterFormat from
the traditional 16 divisions to as many as 49
divisions, except for a proposed fourth Part,
Utilization, in the first draft, which included in-
formation related to the utilization of the facil-
ity once it is occupied. Although Part 4 has
been dropped from the second draft, a little bit
of it remains at the end of Part 3.
