number is lowest. That means less aid in key federal pro-
grams than state agencies and construction firms hoped for.
Not even 72 hours after adjournment, the incoming Appro-
priations Committee chairmen, Sen. Robert Byrd (D-W.Va.)
and Rep. David Obey (D-Wis.), threw another curve. After
blasting Republicans for the spending “mess,” Byrd and
Obey said they would pass a “joint resolution” through fiscal
2007 for most domestic accounts. They also said the package
won't have congressional “earmarks.”

Byrd and Obey, taking the gavels after their party’s Novem-
ber victories, left room for some hikes, saying, “We will do
our best to make whatever limited adjustments are possible
within the confines of the Republican budget to address the
nation’s most important policy concerns.” Larry Bory, HDR
vice president for federal government relations, says, “It's
going to be a tough year for communities where they were
counting on increased money” in state allotments or ear-

marked projects.

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One area Demaocrats will eye for possible upward
“adjustment” is Veterans Affairs health care, which
“faces a $3-billion hole, just for current services,” says
Tom Gavin, a Byrd spokesman. Construction will push
for more funds for infrastructure, but competition with
other interests will be bruising.

The Feb. 15 continuing resolution hits the highway pro-
gram hard, setting the obligation limit spending rate at
2006’s $35.7 billion. That is $3.4 billion less than the
$39.1 billion the House approved and the Safe, Ac-
countable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity
Act— a Legacy for Users authorized for 2007.

Jack Basso, the American Association of State High-
way and Transportation Officials’ chief operating offi-
cer, says the longer 2006’s highways limit applies," the
more problematic it becomes, because we're going to
be coming into a cycle pretty quick...where the states
really start to ramp up their lettings.”

If approved, the Byrd-Obey plan would give state
transportation departments more funding certainty than
the current resolution. But Jay Hansen, National As-
phalt Pavement Association vice president for govern-
ment affairs, says it also means “the construction sea-
son is not going to be as big as we thought it was going
to be.” Hansen says he understands the situation Byrd
and Obey face, but he notes that “this is a tough pill to
swallow at this time” for state transportation agencies.
For mass transit, the 2006 mark is $479 million less
than the House-approved 2007 level. Transit agencies
are anxious to get the funding, says Rob Healy, govern-
ment relations director for the American Public Trans-
portation Association. “We certainly would like to see
the higher levels that are in the ‘07 bills” and
SAFETEA-LU, he says.

Besides the gloomy spending landscape, another
downer for construction was the demise of a new Water
Resources Development Act, which would have au-
thorized $12 billion or more for Corps of Engineers
projects. Also falling incomplete was a bill making
technical corrections to SAFETEA-LU.

The last days of the 109th Congress were not com-

pletely dark. Lawmakers passed a bill reauthorizing the
Transportation Dept.’s pipeline safety program for four
years and broadening its regulatory authority to cover
low-pressure, rural oil pipelines like those operated by
BP Alaska that had failures earlier this year.

For construction groups, “There’s a lot of terrific stuff

in there,” says Stu Megaw, director of the Associated
General Contractors’ municipal and utilities division.
That includes funds for an “awareness program” for a
national “811” number to prevent damage from excava-
tion; money for the “Common Ground Alliance” of
industry and other groups that aim to improve safety;
and grants for technology that Megaw says will help
locate pipelines more easily. Industry groups also were
pleased the bill did not authorize criminal penalties
against contractors that accidentally damage pipelines.
Also approved was a package of extensions to expiring
tax breaks including a research and development incen-
tive and a credit for electricity from wind, biomass,
geothermal and other renewable fuels. In addition, it
extends for one year a deduction for energy-efficiency
features in commercial buildings.

Officials in Louisiana and other Gulf Coast states
cheered another provision attached to the tax bill that
would give them a share of royalties from offshore oll
and gas drilling, with the new funds to go for restoring
coastal wetlands.

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can properly influence the Owners and Designers This
does not necessarily mean that the design or project objec-
tives should be changed to meet constructability only from
a cost standpoint. Constructability should be sued as a de-
sign consideration, so that optimum results provide the best
of both worlds.

A project team of planners, designers, engineers, and con-
struction project managers perform the constructability
review. The teams sole purpose is to review design for
constructability. Some common characteristics of the re-
view:

Design and construction project managers are committed to
the cost effectiveness of the whole project. They recognize
the high cost influence of early project decisions.

These managers use constructability as a major tool in

meeting project objectives concerning quality, cost and
schedules.

These managers bring construction aboard early. This
means using experienced personnel who have a full undjii
standing of how a project is planned and built.

Designers are receptive to improving constructability. Th
think constructability, request construction input freely, afl
evaluate that input objectively.

Early constructability efforts result in significant benefits

and payback to the project. The intangible benefits are as
important as the quantitative benefits and must be recog-
nized accordingly. These include; more accurate schedules,
reduce delays, increased productivity, improved sequence
of construction, enhanced quality, change order control,
decrease the number of disputes and claims, decreased
maintenance, plus a safer project.
