But
does this necessarily equate to greater liability ? Per-
haps not. The web-based systems appear to facilitate
improved communication and documentation that
should reduce the likelihood of untimely resolution of
issues causing delays and belated change orders. As ¢
result, it is possible that we will begin to see fewer
claims.
