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Maximize Daylight and Energy Savings
With Translucent Skylights and Wall Panels

The short definition for daylighting is the planned use of
daylight to illuminate the interior of a structure in order to
reduce artificial lighting needs. Daylighting has the poten-
tial to offset energy use in the building, thus reducing the
use of fossil fuels and helping improve the negative im-
pact on the air quality.
