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New Standard Forms Seek Unity on Fairness

Consensus documents by owner and contractor
groups focus on industry best practices

The cooperatively produced standard-form contracts
written mainly by owners and contractors under the
ConsensusDOCS banner contain new payment security
for subcontractors among other terms. With all of the 70-
plus forms due to be released Sept. 28, the effort
represents three years of work by 23 industry
associations and an attempt to speed up contract
negotiations and build trouble-free projects by starting
from mutually agreed ideas of what is fair.

ConsensusDOCS developed agreements “in the best
interest of the project” and “owner satisfaction,” says
Stephen E. Sandherr, CEO of the Associated General
Contractors of America. “Each of us had an equal voice
at the table,” says E. Collette Nelson, executive vice
president of the American Subcontractors Association.

Lynn M. Schubert, president of the the Surety & Fidelity
Association of America, says her members had become
concerned about the “increasing shifting of risk in
contracts.” The open discussions held by the
participating ConsensusDOCS associations assured her
that the documents “truly represent who best bears the
risk as opposed to who will have to pay for it.”

Under the agreement reached by the coalition members,
core participating as-sociations will cease publishing
their own documents as ConsensusDOCS forms be-
come available, and the associations will invest in and
share profits from the sale of ConsensusDOCS
documents.

Engineering associations, for example, had been invited
to participate but only recently agreed to participate to a
limited extent. The Engineers Joint Contract Documents
Committee is "the newest kid on the block" to join the

effort as an observer and "is not at this point prepared to

endorse any of the Consensus DOCS" pending
completion of its review, says Willcox Dunn, a
Richmond, Va.-based attorney and Consensus DOCS
observer for EJCDC.

The American Institute of Architects represents a
more nettlesome problem to ConsensusDOCS. As the
industry powerhouse in standard-form agreements,
AlA politely declined to participate in
ConsensusDOCS.

A key AlA staff member fails to see the value of
uniting behind a single set of documents. “When they
first brought it up and we had a big meeting about it
three years ago, they wanted everyone who was
currently publishing any document to turn their
intellectual property over to the new nonprofit for
ConsensusDOCS,” says Suzanne

Harness, AlA’s managing director and

counsel for contract documents. “You

could see, if you have a successful

program, that is risky.” Terms of

participation later were relaxed but AIA

still was not interested, she says.

We just had a fundamental question of BLACK
whether there is a need for new programs,” says
Harness, who notes that AIA consults all industry
groups in preparing new versions of its documents. “It
seems the market is well-served and offers people a

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choice. It's hard to see the value in only having
one program, a monopoly, if you will.

EJCDC's Dunn says that organization's review
of ConsensusDOCS's design-build agreement
will be critical to its decision on whether to
continue to participate in the program. Even so,
EJCDC's participation so far has been "pretty
significant," says Brian Perlberg, AGC's senior
counsel for construction law and contract
document programs.

Updates to several 10-year-old AlA standard
forms of agreement are due in November.

Standard agreements from both
ConsensusDOCS and AlA have been written
with changing industry technology, such as
building information modeling (BIM), in mind.

ConsensusDOCS’ standard-form agreements
grapple with some of the stickier aspects of risk.
For example, ConsensusDOCS forms require
dispute mitigation, mediation and the parties
decide at the time of contract signing on whether
to use arbitration or litigation as the last resort.

In AlA’s latest version of its A201 agreement,
General Conditions for the Contract for
Construction, all initial claims are subject to an
initial decision by the architect before the parties
move to mediation or arbitration.

ConsensusDOCS has

another key

improvement for

subcontractors: the

contractor-sub

agreement does not

require subs to

indemnify the

contractor, owner,

architect or others for

all kinds of claims but instead limits the
indemnity “to the extent caused by the negligent
acts of omissions” of the subcontractor and its
subs. This represents “a great improvement over
clauses seen in most contracts,” wrote R.
Russell O’Rourke, an attorney, in an ASA
journal published in early summer.

ConsensusDOCS forms also provide for a
limited waiver of consequential damages. “The
owner wants to be made whole and the
specialty contractor wants to cap liability so its
whole business is not at risk,” says Perlberg. So
ConsensusDOCS provides for a limited mutual
waiv-er except for damages itemized as

liquidated damages, he explains.

There apparently is concurrence between
ConsensusDOCS and AIA when it comes to payment
security for subcontractors. For example, the
ConsensusDOCS subcontract and the forthcoming AIA
updated documents require the contractor to pay each
subcontractor within seven days after payment is
received from the owner. AlA already had largely
eliminated the “pay-if-paid” approach to subcontractor
payment in its 1997 version of its agreements, and
AlA’s new documents will continue many of these
concepts, reports David R. Hendrick, another attorney
writing for the ASA’s journal.

ConsensusDOCS also establishes the subcontractor’s
right to be paid no matter whether the owner has paid
the prime contractor. In agreeing to that provision,
AGC abandons the “pay-if-paid” clause in its current
standard agreement, notes O’Rourke.

Hendrick writes that AlIA’s forthcoming updated
documents tend to heap more risk on subs than the
older versions while ConsensusDOCS contract forms
tend to diminish subcontractor risks.

One of the groundbreaking aspects of

the ConsensusDOCS ef-fort is the

participation of a large number of

owner associations, including the Na-

tional Association of State Facilities Ad

-ministrators, Construction Users

Roundtable, Construction Owners

Association of America, Construction

Industry Round Table and Building

Owners and Managers Association.

“There is a growing frustration in the industry that
parties, owners in particular, are presented with heavily
modified standard-form documents that hardly
resemble the original text,” notes a primer from
ConsensusDOCS. “Parties often perceive standard
documents ultimately drafted by a singular
organization as protective of that organization.”
Contract chaos results.

Ricardo Aparicio, president of CURT and a contracts
manager for General Electric, says there has been a
perception that it's “easy for an owner to dictate terms
of contracts because the owner has the money and
can dictate and that doesn't allow for dialogue.”
Dialogue, not power, is what's best, he says. With
ConsensusDOCS, “we get a framework and parties
are able to use risk-allocation formulas according to
what makes the most sense.”

Adds Boyd Black, a director of the Construction
Owners Association of America: “These documents
force communication and dialogue and get us away
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from litigation.”

“The ConsensusDOCS drafting pro-cess was similar to
negotiations for a specific project contract,” says the
ConsensusDOCS group. “Parties with different
viewpoints who have a large stake in the proj-ect each
had a vote before the contract was ‘signed off.’ There
was synergy gained from these various view points.”

New Consensus Standard Contracts Should Be
Exciting 09/19/2007

The construction industry
often is painfully slow in
addressing problems of
critical importance. One of
these sticking points is the
proliferation of standard-
form contracts by various
organizations representing
a specific interest in the
design and construction
process. It is safe to say
that despite the best inten-
tions of sponsoring organizations, the documents
tend to expand the power of, or protect the interests
of, a particular group's constituency. That necessarily
becomes the starting point for parties on a project to
heavily modify them to reflect their interests and that
is about to change.
On Sept. 28, the industry will be treated to yet an-
other set of standard documents, but this set will be a
bit different. The 70-plus Consensus DOCs were de-
veloped by 23 industry organizations representing
owners, contractors, subs, sureties, insurers and de-
signers. This collaborative effort makes success of
the project the overriding objective and may in fact
transform the way standard documents are used in
the industry. According to the drafters, they will repre-
sent a consensus on best practices to achieve project

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results, reflect changes in technology such as building
information modeling and provide more choices in dis-
pute resolution.

The three-year exercise is refreshing in that all major
industry associations were invited to the table. Not all
accepted, but many of those that did are willing to
abandon their own versions of standard documents in
favor of the new ones. Notably absent from the discus-
sions was the American Institute of Architects, which
publishes its own popular set of standard-form docu-
ments, and plans to continue to do so.

Not all of the drafting organizations have yet ratified
the documents, but most, if not all, are expected to.
That takes time. It also will take time for the industry as
a whole to study the documents, confer with legal
counsel, try them out and develop a body of knowl-
edge on what the documents can and cannot achieve.
Still, this is one of those rare times where much of the
industry came together and attempted change. If suc-
cessful, the effort may go a long way to cutting down
the mountain of modified standard paperwork that has
bogged down many projects and choked courts, arbi-
trators, mediators and disputes review boards. This
has the potential of being something really big, if given
a chance.
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Respect We Want Must Be Earned

Once, engineers were esteemed

by the public as both visionaries

and leaders in a noble profession

essential to the welfare of

humankind. Today, they are often

seen as mere advisors and

technicians.

Public perception of the engineer

is on a downward spiral along GALLOWAY
with the enrollment of young people into our
engineering schools, even as the need for
engineers to solve more complex global problems
skyrockets.

The National Academy of Engineering notes that
for the engineering profession to be successful in
the 21st century, it must:

1. Agree on a vision for its future

2. Transform engineering education to help
achieve the vision

3. Present a clear image of the new roles for
engineers

4. Accommodate innovation development for
non-engineering fields

5. Focus energies of the different engineering
disciplines toward a common goal.

Now is the time for practicing professionals and
academics alike to take action and enhance the
engineer’s skills by reforming engineering
education, for those who are bold enough to do
so. This will be difficult because tenured
professors seldom vote for change, and seldom
can be forced to do so. Young professors tend to
resist changefor fear they will not receive tenure.
Thus we have a template for engineer-as-
technician

The 21st Century Engineer, to be released next
month by American Society for Civil Engineers
Press, argues that this situation must change.
Doing so is in engineers’ own hands. Although
many may disagree, the book’s
recommendations offer a unified approach to
help engineers prepare for the future in the face
of uncertainty.

As the trend toward a more global and
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knowledge-based society continues, the practice
of engineering must change. Engineering
curriculum no longer can remain as it has for
essentially the past 40 years. Study of
globalization, diversity, world cultures, languages,
communication, leadership, public policy and
ethics must constitute a core component of
overall engineering education, just as physics
and mathematics do. Currently, no engineering
program, either at the bachelors’ or graduate
level, covers all needed skillsets to advance the
profession.

Over the past century, engineering education
content was diminished across the globe to
reduce the cost burden to students, produce
more engineers and process more revenue faster
through the educational business. This devolution
resulted in an emphasis on technical aspects but
eliminated other critical aspects of engineering
studies that are fundamental to its very essence,
which is to improve quality of life and protect the
public safety, health and welfare.

Engineering education has largely been
developed by educators rather than practitioners.
Faculty continues to argue that "theory" is what
needs to be taught at the university and
"practicality” left to firms and governments that
hire engineers. This logic is flawed and simply is
not working in an economy with tight margins and
professional services based primarily on price
and not qualifications.

Collaboration between the two segments is
essential if engineering curricula are going to
impart a thorough understanding of what is
required for an engineer to best serve society
today. The bottom line is that engineers must
have well-rounded skillsets to justify higher
wages they hope to command. It is time to
identify the master's degree as the first
engineering professional degree, and it is past
time to create a master’s degree in professional
engineering management. Academics and
practitioners alike must bring engineering
education reform to the front burner.
