The final building and fire regulations will become 
effective on May 1, 2008. They were published in the 
Virginia Register on March 17, 2008.   

http://register.state.va.us/vol24/Welcome.htm   

Under March 17 click on - Full text of final regulation 
13VAC5-63, Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code  
This regulation is written in legalese, with strikethroughs 
and new text underlined to denote changes from the 
2003 VaUSBC.  The final codes will be more readable. 

 The ICC Free Codes website 
http://www.ecodes.biz/list_sub.cfm?m_cat_id=36 has a 
link for the 2006 VaUSBC, but it leads to a Site Under 
Construction notice.   Hopefully this means that the new 
code will be able to be viewed on-line for free. 

 I have been told that the 2006 Virginia codes will be 
available as books with state amendments already 
printed in them, so you won't have to buy a code, then 
cross-check it against a separate amendment book. 

 According to the summary in the regulations published 
in the Virginia Record the following substantial changes 
have made in the final regulation: 

 1. Clarify the requirements for when permits are 
necessary for alterations to existing buildings, including 
an allowance for building officials to require permits for 
replacement siding, roofing and windows in historic 
districts; 

 2. Provide criteria for classifying small bed and 
breakfasts in the same occupancy classification as 
single family dwellings; 

 3. Amend the requirements for wall bracing in the 
proposed regulation with requirements developed at the 
national level that will be contained in the 2009 
International Residential Code; 

 4. Modify the 2006 International Residential Code 
requirement for the height of window sills from a 
minimum of 24 inches above the floor to a minimum of 
18 inches above the floor; 

 5. Modify the International Residential Code 
requirements for the installation of a specialized 
type of gas piping known as CSST, which has 
been shown to be susceptible to lightning strikes 
and add a new requirement for the isolation of 
liquefied petroleum gas piping where entering a 
building; 

 6. Establish new minimum requirements for in-
building emergency communication equipment in 
buildings of construction types that may block 
transmission of signals; 

 7. Clarify the site requirements for installation of 
manufactured homes in parks to mirror federal 
requirements; 

 8. Establish criteria for the use of special inspectors for 
more critical types of construction to provide guidance 
to local building officials in approving such inspections; 

 9. Clarify that emergency generators installed to meet 
requirements for assisted living facilities may be 
considered optional standby systems instead of having 
to meet provisions for legally required systems; 

 10. Replace the mechanical ventilation requirements of 
the International Mechanical Code (IMC) with 
requirements based on a national standard for heating 
and air-conditioning approved at the national level for 
the 2009 IMC; 

 11. Add a requirement for tracer wire to be installed 
with sewer piping; 

 12. Add minimum requirements for the installation of 
machine-room-less elevators to assure the 
maintenance of the units can be conducted without 
structural modifications and to provide for safe 
installations; 

 13. Clarify that an owner may choose to demolish an 
unsafe building rather than correcting the deficiencies; 

 14. Retain requirements of the 2003 International 
Property Maintenance Code for the numbers of 
occupants permitted in residential occupancies. 

 The 2005 National Electrical Code (NEC) expands the 
requirements for GFI and AFCI protection of 
receptacles and circuits. 

 According to a message on the Virginia Building & 
Code Officials Association (VBCOA) bulletin board, 
code update training hasn't been finalized yet. 

 This information has been taken from the VBCOA 
website: www.vbcoa.org  and the summary in the 
regulations published in the Virginia Record.  At this 
time most of the information on the Virginia Department 
of Housing & Community Development (DHCD) 
website 
http://www.dhcd.virginia.gov/StateBuildingCodesandRe
gulations/CodeChangeCycle.htm is outdated.
