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AlA Documents 2008
AlA and Its New Contract
Documents for Integrated

Project Delivery

This letter is part of
our firm’s continuing effort to
inform clients, friends and
acquaintances about legal
developments that could be
important to you now or in the future. The subject of
this letter is the AIA’s first time issuance of contract
form documents for Integrated Project Delivery. Intro-
duced on May 15, 2008 at the AIA National Conven-
tion and Design Exposition, the documents reflect the
AlA’s embracing of Integrated Project Delivery as an
alternative project delivery system to the design-bid-
build, design-build and construction management
delivery systems.

What is Integrated Project Delivery? The AIA
defines Integrated Project Delivery as:

“a project delivery approach that integrates
people, systems, business structures and practices
into a process that collaboratively harness the talents
and insights of all participants to optimize project re-
sults, increase value to the Owner, reduce waste and
maximize efficiency through all phases of design,
fabrication and construction.”

See, “Integrated Project Delivery: A Guide.” Accord-

ing to the AIA Integrated Project Delivery envisions a

greater degree of collaboration among project partici-

pants, particularly during the design phase, and the
incorporation of new technology such as the digital
model. With its new document, the AIA intends to
implement its vision of Integrated Project Delivery.

The AIA has adopted two different ap-
proaches to Integrated Project Delivery with its new
contract form documents.

The Transitional Approach — The first ap-
proach is more of a transitional one with contract
forms similar to current AlA contract forms. The
forms for the transitional approach include:

B195-2008 Standard Form of Agreement Be-
tween Owner and Architect for Integrated Project De-
livery.

A195-2008 Standard Form of Agreement Be-
tween Owner and Contractor for Integrated Project
Delivery.

A195-2008 GMP amendment to A195-2008, and

The Standard Form Agreements [B195 and
A195] are short, with most provisions relating to the
amount and timing of payment for pre-construction
and construction phases. It is in the A295-2008 Gen-
eral Conditions that the AIA implements the concept
of Integrated Project Delivery.

For example, the A295-2008 General Condi-
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tions document includes the phases of design in the
same document as the general conditions for con-
struction. Each phase includes the duties of the
Owner, Architect and contractor; unlike the A201-
2007 document in which the rights and duties of
each project participant are set forth in separate Ar-
ticles. Moreover, the names of the phases have
changed to:

the Conceptualization Phase,

the Criteria Design Phase,

the Detailed Design Phase,

the Implementation Design Phase,

the Construction Phase, and the Closeout
Phase.

According to the AIA, each participant can
determine its duties in each Phase in relation to the
other participants by reading the text of that phase.

The AIA contends the A295-2008 General
Conditions document “eliminates” the legal concept
of the project Owner’s implied warranty of design
plans and specifications to the contractor in the tra-
ditional design-bid-build delivery system, except as
to code issues. It is the AlA’s position that because
the A295-2008 document involves the contractor
throughout the design stage and compensates the
contractor for reviewing such issues as
“constructability”, selection of equipment, systems
and materials incorporated into the design and other
interaction during the design that it would be
“inappropriate” for the contractor to contend there
still to be an implied warranty of fithess and com-
pleteness in the design documents from the Owner
to the contractor.

The A295-2008 General Conditions also
provides for completely consolidated dispute resolu-
tion procedures among the Owner, Architect and
contractor; unlike prior AlA contract forms which did
not promote consolidation.

The New Single Purpose Entity Approach

With its other new contract form document,
C195-2008 Standard Form Single Purpose Entity
Agreement for Integrated Project Delivery, the AIA
also envisions a second totally different approach
for the Integrated Project Delivery system. In es-
sence, the C195-2008 document has the Owner,
Architect and construction manager form a limited
liability corporation [LLC] whose sole purpose is to
design and construct a project, and the LLC mem-
bers being the Owner, Architect and construction
manager. Other entities may also be members of
the LLC as appropriate for the project.

The LLC signs a separate contract with the
architectural member, and a separate contract with
the construction manager. These members provide
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their respective services through those contracts. The
LLC will also have a separate contract with the
Owner. The monies to operate the LLC will come
wholly from the Owner.

This approach further contemplates that de-
sign consultants, specialty trade contractors and ven-
dors/suppliers will also have direct contracts with the
LLC.

With the Single Purpose Entity, the AIA also
contemplates the elimination of the traditional ap-
proach to compensation and profit for the members of
the LLC. Instead, at the outset, the Owner identifies
goals, e.g., cost of the project, date of substantial
completion, quality of work, long-term maintenance, to
be achieved. During design and construction, the
members are reimbursed their actual cost without
profit. If a goal is achieved, the Architect and construc-
tion manager will be paid a pre-negotiated goal pay-
ment. The second element of profit comes from the
establishment of a Target Cost for the project consist-
ing of [a] the actual cost of design and construction,
[b] the amount of goal related payments and [c] a con-
tingency which reflects a sum of money to be divided
according to a pre-determined [negotiated] formula if
the eventual cost of the project is less than the Target
Cost.

Another aspect of this approach is that none of
the members may sue another member except for
“willful misconduct.” With this limitation, the AIA hopes
to create incentive among the members to cooperate
and work with one another to meet the “goals” instead
of looking to protect their respective individual inter-
ests.

There are many other aspects to this ap-
proach beyond the scope of this brief introductory let-
ter.

Conclusion — Obviously, the AlA’s documents
are new and untested in the crucible of an actual pro-
ject. Both approaches, however, reflect the recogni-
tion within the industry that involvement of all parties
to the project from the initiation of the design process
more often results in a better project in time and cost.
A major hurdle to the utilization of these new ap-
proaches, whether it be under the AIA documents, the
forthcoming BIM Consensus Docs or some other or-
ganization’s contract documents, will be public Own-
ers inability to use such new approaches because of
statutory restrictions that do not keep pace with im-
provements in the construction project delivery proc-
ess. Consequently, it appears that the private project
sector will be the first to test the validity of the AIA’s
new approaches.

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Hidden Liability Issues May Wilt Green Building

There’s one sure way to

kill an idea: Sue it to death.

Amid the excitement and the

challenges posed by sustain-

able design and construction,

increased litigation is a possibil-

ity as green building begins to

flourish. Designers and contrac-

tors, accustomed to standard

risks on projects,are finding a

whole new set of problems in the green-building context .
How the industry addresses these problems may have a big
impact on the sustainability market for the foreseeable fu-
ture.

More than most types of projects, green building
requires a team effort. The U.S. Green Building Council’s
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design program
encourages sustainable design, construction and product
contributions and measures their effectiveness. Other pro-
grams are similar. The ultimate goal is to produce better
buildings that cost less, use less energy, consume fewer
non-renewable resources, spew fewer emissions and are
more comfortable for occupants. What's not to like?

The legal side of the equation is more complicated. No sin-
gle entity controls the green-building process, and short-
comings by any party could result in failure to achieve LEED
certification or compliance with laws or regulations mandat-
ing sustainable structures. The law is in its infancy and will
take years to mature. Until that happens, no one will be
comfortable in the market, and the first big legal case as-
signing considerable liability for a green misstep is likely to
have a chilling effect that ripples across the industry.

This makes the issue of responsibility and risk allo-
cation critical. Risk and responsibility have been hot topics
in the industry for years. Like so many other issues, there
has been more talk than action. But the development of
building green now has brought these issues to a head. The
first step is to understand the risks that are unique to or en-
hanced in the green-building process. Second, a fair stan-
dard must be developed that everyone can understand and
use.

Insurers are stepping up efforts to educate the in-
dustry on these risks and help it understand that green
building is not simply a feel-good exercise but a major man-
agement challenge. Next, model contracts should be cre-
ated that can be a neutral starting point for parties’ rights,
responsibilities and risks.

Construction is a management-intensive business,
and green initiatives are adding another layer of complexity.
Clear delineation of roles and fair division of the contractual
risk would allow all parties to manage their part of the proc-
ess to success at a reasonable cost. To do otherwise could
result in added costs and a resistance to sustainability,
which is contrary to this philosophy and which could cause
the green-building movement to wilt.
