The contractor cited for safety violations in connec-
tion with a mid-construction garage collapse in
Jacksonville, Fla. last year blames the failure on
poor design.

The pancake-style collapse on December 6, 2007,
claimed the life of a laborer and injured 23 others.
Atlanta-based Choate Construction Co. hired two
forensic engineering firms, Wiss-Janney Elstner
Associates, Inc., Atlanta, and Carl Walker of CW
Consulting LLC, Kalamazoo, Mich., to review the
design for the six-story, post-tensioned concrete
garage that accompanies the Berkman Plaza |l
residential tower.

“Both studies independently conclude that the col-
lapse was due to significant deficiencies in the de-
sign performed by the owner’s structural engineer,
Structural Consulting Group LLC of Alpharetta,
Ga.,” said the written release from Wm. Millard
Choate, CEO of Choate Construction.

Choate didn't immediately make available the full
engineering reports.

Officials of the Structural Consulting Group could
not be reached for comment. An employee who
answered the phone in the firm’s office declined to
comment.

Specifically, Choate’s statement says Wiss-Janney
concluded, “The original design was deficient and
inadequate to support the 50-psf design live load
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prescribed by the building code.” Mark Moore, a principal
with Wiss-Janney, confirmed the accuracy of the state-
ment but says he cannot comment further.

Neither the Wiss-Janney nor Walker report found any ac-
tion or inaction by Choate to be the cause of the collapse,
according to the Choate press release.

However, in June, the U.S. Occupational Safety and
Health Administration cited Choate for three violations
and proposed penalties totaling $56,700 against the con-
tractor. OSHA also issued two willful violations with penal-
ties totaling $125,000 against Southern Pan Services of
Lithonia, Ga., the concrete formwork contractor.

Choate and Southern Pan each received a willful violation
for failing to have a qualified person determine if the
structure could support the additional three-quarters of an
inch of wet concrete that was added to the 20-in floor
slab. In addition, the agency proposed one willful violation
against Southern Pan for failing to obtain a re-shoring
drawing, including all revisions, for the reshoring design
method used at the site.

Choate is vigorously contesting its citations, the release
says, because the evidence shows Choate properly per-
formed the work.

Mike Wald, a spokesman for OSHA, acknowledged that
Choate has appealed the citations and declined to com-
ment further.

The project’s developer, Harbor Cos., said in a statement
that there was no surprise that Choate’s experts would
point the finger at other project members. “Other experts
will undoubtedly express very different opinions,” says
Harbor's statement. “The owner is committed to determin-
ing the true cause of the collapse and to making sure the
responsible party or parties are held accountable for this
tragic event, whoever they may be.”

Harbor says it won’'t comment further until all investiga-
tions are complete. The developer has not set a date for
resumption of construction and says it is taking steps to
ensure no problems are encountered in completing the
project and that the final product will be safe

Sustainability and the responsibility to act in envi-
ronmentally responsible ways are hot issues in
the design community. With more

businesses making efforts to “go

green,” engineers and architects

are continuously searching for the

appropriate materials and design

approaches to fit these needs.

pedestrian conflicts; loading docks and delivery
sites that reduce redundancy and increase ef-
fectiveness; solid and hazardous waste re-
moval, storage, and recycling that reduces cost;
and utility infrastructure and service equipment
relocation that improves aesthetics.

Materials management plans promote sustain-
ability

Many business and institutional campuses have
cluttered, noisy, and oftentimes inefficient ser-
vice environments. Delivery trucks compete
with pedestrians, loading docks are in plain
sight, trash dumpsters sprout up, and lobbies,
hallways, and stairwells are cluttered with un-
planned storage.

An effective materials
management plan builds from and enhances an
institutional master plan by filling in the gaps
and producing an environmentally responsible
and efficient outcome.

An institutional campus, office, or housing com-
plex can expect a myriad of benefits from an
effective materials management plan. For start-
ers, there are long-term cost savings, as con-
solidating, reconfiguring, and better managing a
campusa€™ core infrastructure reduces annual
operating costs. An institutional campus, office,
or housing complex will also get the highest and
best use out of campus real estate.

An effective materials management plan also
means a more holistic approach to managing
vehicle use and emissions, solid waste, hazard-
ous waste, recycling, and utility services. As a
result, this means a “greener,” more sustainable
environment and a manifestation of the many
demands today for institutions to become more
environmentally friendly. In fact, thanks to such
environmental advantages, creative materials
management plans may qualify for LEED Inno-
vation in Design credits.

And finally, an effective materials management
plan can improve aesthetics. Removing unsafe
and unsightly conditions, placing core services
out of sight, and creating a more pedestrian-
friendly environment will improve the visual and
physical sense of place for those who live and
