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Helical Pile Systems 
 
 Helical piles are a factory manufactured steel 
foundation system consisting of a central shaft 
with one or more helix-shaped bearing plates, 
commonly referred to as blades, welded to the 
lead section. Extension shafts, with or without 
additional helix plates, are used to extend the pile 
to competent load-bearing soils and to achieve 
design depth and capacity. Brackets are used at 
the top of the pile for attachment to structures, 
either for new construction or retrofit applications. 
Helical piles are advanced [“screwed”] into the 
ground with the application of torque.   
 
 The term helical piles, screw piles, helical piers, 
helical anchors, helix piers, and helix anchors are 
often used interchangeably by specifiers, 
however, the term “pier” more often refers to a 
helical pile loaded in axial compression, while the 
term “anchor” more often refers to a helical pile 
loaded in axial tension.  
 
 The use of helical piles in construction dates 
back nearly 200 years. In the 1830’s the earliest 
versions of today’s helical piles were used in 
England for moorings and for the foundations of 
lighthouse structures. Today, helical piles are 
gaining worldwide acceptance throughout the 
construction industry and engineering community 
due to the versatility of both the product and the 
installation equipment.  
 
 In 2007, the International Code Council 
Evaluation Service, Inc. [ICC-ES] approved 
AC358; Acceptance “Criteria” for Helical 
Foundation Systems and Devices. Helical piles 
are also now included in the 2009 International 
Building Code.  
 
 Study, evaluate and analysis the Helical Pile 
Specifications on your project.  
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AIA’s documents committee does “great work and puts out 
the best documents, but this is a whole new concept,” said 
Quatman, speaking at an IPD session at the AIA Conven-
tion 2009, in San Francisco on April 30-May 2. “AIA should 
not put out a document that mandates you have a lawyer to 
fix it; it should be able to be used off the rack,” he said. 
 
Kenneth Cobleigh, AIA counsel, disagrees with Quatman. “I 
don’t believe the documents are flawed. We believe they 
meet the needs [of architects] and are generally enforce-
able. We recognize jurisdictions might require modifica-
tions” to them, he says. 
 
At the convention, which had 21,500 registrants, AIA re-
leased replacement construction-manager documents and 
an updated version of AIA Contracts Documents software. 
The software is more user-friendly and responsive, allowing 
users to view, edit, share and manage documents using 
one tool, said AIA. 
 
The CM documents cover the CM as adviser and CM as 
constructor. The release incorporates concepts from gen-
eral AIA Contract Documents, including a dispute-
resolution check box and an initial decision-maker selection 
option. 
 
In the CM as adviser, “we tried to really make clear the du-
ties of the architect and CM over the course of the project,” 
says Cobleigh. The architect retains final say over the inter-
pretation of the contract documents and has responsibility 
for final approval of the pay applications. Three duties ex-
clusive to the CM are to develop a CM plan, develop 
monthly project reports, and maintain the project docu-
ments on-site. 
 
Also at the convention, AIA and the AIA California Council 
released its second guide to IPD, “Experiences in Collabo-
ration: On the Path to IPD.” The 18-page guide highlights 
IPD lessons learned from 32 participants in a symposium 
organized by the council. The first guide, “IPD: A Working 
Definition,” was published in 2007. It forms the basis of the 
AIA’s IPD documents. 
 
The new guide discusses, from participants’ experiences, 
the value proposition of IPD and how to build a team. “The 
journey to IPD is a long one,” concludes the guide. 
There is guidance for determining and managing the 
budget and IPD contract language. “IPD principles can be 
applied to a variety of contractual arrangements,” says the 
guide. 
 
AIA’s SPE contractual arrangement (C195-2008), released 
last May, creates an LLC. Members of the LLC are the 
owner, architect, construction manager and perhaps other 
key project participants. The LLC, funded by the owner, is 
created for the purpose of planning, designing, constructing 
and commissioning a project, says AIA. The architect and 
CM share in the project’s risk and reward. The architect 
gets paid its direct costs. If the project comes in below the 

Model Contract for Integrated Project Delivery Is on Hot 
Seat

Some American Institute of Architects’ 2008 model contract 
documents for integrated project delivery are being chal-
lenged by at least one prominent lawyer who also is an 
architect and general counsel for a major A/E firm. The 
documents create a limited-liability company called a sin-
gle-purpose entity (SPE). Do not use these model docu-
ments without “competent legal counsel review,” because 
they are “flawed,” says Bill Quatman, managing director for 
Burns & McDonnell Engineering Co., Kansas City. 

 The single-purpose-entity agreement sets up a limited-
liability company that contracts for design and construction 

Under the SPE model, the owner has three managers, controlling 
the board. 
 
The so-called flaws in AIA’s SPE family of documents re-
late to issues of indemnity, mutual waivers of claims and 
insurance, says Quatman. He also takes issue with the 
makeup of the SPE’s governance board, not only because 
it guarantees the owner majority control, but because it 
may violate licensing law in some states. 
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target cost, SPE members share in the profits.

Last fall, AIA released the standard form of agreement 
between the SPE and the owner (C196-2008) and the 
SPE and non-owner member (C197-2008). 
 
Cobleigh calls IPD a cutting-edge concept because it is a 
delivery model that advocates a high degree of collabora-
tion among project participants, has new and novel ap-
proaches to project compensation, changes attitudes re-
garding disputes and claims resolution and seems to fos-
ter trust and a high degree of interaction among parties. 
He says AIA has no plans to pull the SPE models off the 
market and no set timetable to revise them. “We knew 
they would be thought-provoking and are soliciting com-
ments,” says Cobleigh. 
 
Under C195, “members [of the LLC] waive claims against 
the company and against other members, except for will-
ful misconduct; the company exculpates and indemnifies 
its members on the same basis,” says AIA’s guide. 
 
Despite the representation, there is no full waiver of 
claims, Quatman says. He also notes there is no LLC 
insurance available to protect the architect and the in-
demnity clause violates most state anti-indemnity stat-
utes. The reimbursement of the architect’s deductible 
would be frowned on by most insurance carriers, he 
adds. “Some of the clauses are illegal in some states and 
generally unenforceable and impractical,” says Quatman. 
 
Zigmund Rubel, principal of Anshen + Allen Architects, 
San Francisco, and a member of the IPD steering com-
mittee of the AIA California Council, says, “I agree with 
Bill Quatman’s concerns. Until the documents are tested 
from project concept to completion, it is hard to validate 
their effectiveness.” 
 
A snag with the LLC indemnifying members is that it has 
no assets after project completion, says Quatman. The 
LLC likely cannot get insurance for the architect’s negli-
gence as a subcontractor to the LLC. Indemnifying an 
architect for its own negligence is illegal and unenforce-
able in most states, he says. The indemnity clauses are 
likely “worthless” unless there is cash in the LLC after 
completion or the owner agrees to finance indemnity, 
says Quatman. “Even then, state law might void it,” he 
adds. 
 
Cobleigh maintains the indemnities are not worthless. 
“We do recognize that some jurisdictions might have anti-
indemnity statues that might impact the way these 
clauses are interpreted,” he says.

Quatman says, under the SPE, the architect is at risk for its 
insurance and deductible in the usual way even though the 
C197 document says the LLC will reimburse the architect 
for its deductible. That means the architect would need to 
invoice the LLC for the amount of the deductible. Quatman 
cautions: “This could be seen as insurance fraud. In any 
case, most insurance companies would not allow this be-
cause in effect, the architect has not paid its deductible.” 
 
Quatman says a true limitation of liability would be to cap 
liability at incentive compensation, which is the difference 
between the actual cost and the target cost or some other 
agreed-upon number. 
 
The issue with licensing is that under the SPE family of 
documents, the owner contracts with the LLC for design 
services. There is no contract between the owner and the 
architect. All design is provided to the owner by the LLC. If 
the LLC is providing design services, the C195 agreement 
may violate some state licensing laws, says Quatman. AIA 
addressed this issue to some extent in C196. But because 
the C195 form does not use the same language, the C195 
and C196 forms are inconsistent, says Quatman.

Cobleigh says C195 is drafted so that it makes clear 
the LLC was not formed to do the actual design work 
and provide architectural services. The C196 agree-
ment reiterates that and explicitly states the LLC will 
not provide design services, he says. “I don’t see an 
inconsistency in that language,” he adds. 
 
The SPE governance board makeup is another con-
cern, says Quatman. Under the model, there are three 
owner “managers.” There is one manager each from 
the architect and CM. The owner appoints the chair-
man. SPE decisions are made by unanimous board 
votes, with some exceptions. Disputes go to the gov-
ernance board for resolution. There, the architect is 
outnumbered. “Why give the owner a two-person ad-
vantage?” asks Quatman. He is also concerned be-
cause there is no requirement for mediation. “This likely 
kicks any claims into arbitration,” he says. 
 
If the board does not agree, the dispute goes to a com-
mittee of the CEOs of the LLC’s three members. Quat-
man suggests putting a dollar threshold on disputes 
that involve the three CEOs. He also suggests adding a 
true mediation clause. 
 
The committee maintains the governance portions are 
fair and reasonable to all parties. “It seems doubtful an 
owner would relinquish significant portions of control 
over the way the project is run,” considering how much 
money is at stake, says Cobleigh. 
 
In general, Quatman cautions architects to consult the 
AIA code of ethics about conflicts of interest and to dis-
close them to any likely affected parties. A waiver of 
conflicts in a contract does not supersede the code of 
ethics, he says. 
 
The document uses the words “ensure” and “assure” 
for the first time in an AIA model contract, contrary to 
the recommendation of most insurers and lawyers, 
says Quatman. Those words could create an uninsur-
able express warranty by the architect, he explains. 
 
Quatman has some final advice for architects: Do not 
ensure, insure, assure, warrant or guarantee under 
contract. “Be very, very careful of the SPE docu-
ments— they need lots of work,” he says. Check state 
licensing laws, and check with your insurance agent, he 
warns.
