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CPM Analysis to Prove Shop Drawings 
Approval Delay 2009 

 The use of Critical Path Method [CPM} 
scheduling continues to be one of the most 
widely accepted tools in the construction 
industry for planning and sequencing work on a 
project. As a result, contractors asserting 
schedule delay claims frequently rely on CPM 
techniques to quantify those delays and 
disruptions. Although some courts are yet to 
fully embrace CPM scheduling concepts, most 
regard CPM analysis as a reliable technique in 
determining and quantifying schedule delays. 
The CPM “analysis” requires a complete critique 
of each CPM Update and the As-built CPM 
Schedule.  
 An example of this increasing 
acceptance can be found in the recent General 
Services Administration [GSA] Board of 
Contract Appeals ruling Turner Construction 
Company v. GSA. The board held that a 
contractor would have to use CPM Schedule 
Analysis to establish the merits of its delay claim 
concerning the GSA’s alleged late return of 
contractor submittals.  
 Turner Construction was awarded a 
contract by the GSA to construct a federal 
courthouse building in Islip, New York. The 
contract contained several conflicting provisions 
regarding the “time frame” for the government’s 
review and approval of Turner’s shop drawings 
and other submittals. For instance, one clause 
set two weeks as the turnaround time for shop 
drawing review and approval, while another 
clause stipulated 10 days as the review and 
approval period. Still another provision 
stipulated that the government’s review and 
approval of shop drawings would occur within 
21 days.  Turner submitted a “substantial” claim 
against the GSA for the latter’s apparent routine 
failure to return shop drawing submittal on time, 
a failure that, Turner alleged, undermined its 
CPM Schedule.  
 Turner moved for partial summary 
judgment, arguing that as a matter of law it was 
entitled to damages for the government’s failure 
to return the submittals within the specified 
periods. Notwithstanding the conflicting contract 
language, Turner asserted that the parties had 
verbally agreed upon a two-week return of its 

shop drawing submittals. In response, the GSA 
relied upon contemporaneous project records to 
show that the government anticipated a 21-day 
review and approval period of Turner’s submittals at 
the very least and that the contract established only 
minimum periods for review and approval.  
 The Board began its analysis of this issue by 
defining the standard for successfully proving that a 
party destroyed evidence: “The test for spoliation 
is that evidence was destroyed in bad faith.”  
 The Board denied Turner’s motion, finding 
that there were factual disputes preventing 
judgment as a matter of law for Turner. It noted the 
existence of conflicting evidence as to whether 
there was an agreement outside of the contract for 
submittal review and approval. Of particular 
importance in the Board’s decision, however, is that 
it singled out a contract requirement that Turner 
maintain a CPM Schedule and establish any delay 
trough a CPM analysis. The Board ruled that Turner 
would have to use a “CPM analysis” at trial to prove 
its delay claim: “Even where there is found to have 
been a late return of submittals, where, as here, a 
contract requires that project delays be established 
through a Critical Path Method [CPM] analysis, the 
contractor will have to establish through the CPM 
analysis that the late return delayed the critical 
path of the project.” Because Turner failed to offer 
such an analysis, the Board could not rule as a 
matter of law that the government was responsible 
for the delays.  
 Another issue hotly disputed by the parties 
concerning Turner’s alleged “spoliation” of certain 
evidence the GSA contended Turner would have to 
possess to prove its claim. The GSA sought to have 
sanctions imposed against Turner for its alleged 
failure to preserve a design computer model, 
portions of a computerized resource allocation 
control system [RACS], and CPM schedule updates 
for the last 10 months.  
 The GSA argued that a three-dimensional 
computer model of the courthouse rotunda existed 
during the project and that such a model would help 
it prove the existence of a third-party design error in 
the exterior skylight ring of the rotunda. The model 
was apparently deleted by the design engineer 
during an office relocation. The GSA also sought 
RACS data. Because Turner’s RAC’S would have 
reflected the status of the work in place up to a 
certain date and the projected cost to complete the 
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project, the GSA claimed it was prejudiced by 
Turner’s failure to generate and keep such data.  
  The Board begins its analysis of this 
issue by defining the standard for successfully 
proving that a party destroyed evidence. “The 
test for spoliation is that evidence was 
destroyed in bad faith.” The Board denied the 
GSA’s claim because the testimony showed that 
the allegedly missing items, namely, the CPM 
Schedule updates and the RAC’s data, had not 
been destroyed; rather, it showed that they had 
never been created. Turner project Manager 
testified that no electronic schedule updates 
existed beyond a specified point in time 
because during the latter portions of the project 
“updates” were for the most part done by hand. 
With respect to the BACS, Turner employees 
testified that no BACS data were created after a 
certain period because Turner deemed such 
data ineffective for managing this particular 
project. Moreover, the electronic BACS data 
that had been generated were overwritten 
during the normal course of business.  
 While the Board was reluctant to impose 
sanctions against Turner for failing to preserve 
such evidence, it noted that the company’s 
failure to use project management software 
during the late stages of the project or to 
provide contractually required schedule updates 
undermined Turner’s ability to prove project 
delay during the stages for which schedule 
updates did not exist. With respect to the design 
computer model, the Board determined there 
was insufficient evidence to show that the 
rotunda computer model had been destroyed in 
bad faith.  
 The decision regarding the GSA’s motion 
for sanctions is not surprising. The burden of 
proof to support a claim of spoliation of 
evidence is formidable; it must be shown that a 
party deceitfully destroyed evidence. Likewise, 
the Board’s ruling regarding Turner to use a 
CPM Schedule analysis to prove its delay claim 
indicates the increasing extent to which courts 
are resorting to CPM analysis to evaluate delay 
claims.
