Dear fellow Middle Atlantic Region CSI leaders, 
  Summer is technically not quite here, but 
September is quickly approaching.  As all region 
chapters are aware by now from recent 
communications, this year’s region conference is 
scheduled for September 23-26 in Annapolis, 
Maryland .  In what is hoped to be a one-time 
deviation from the region’s usual practice, this 
conference is being organized and run by the 
region leadership rather than a specific 
chapter.  This does not, however, alter the reality 
that preparing for a 3-1/2 day conference 
requires no small effort and no small expense, 
as each chapter that has hosted a region 
conference knows.  In this case, it is the goal of 
region leadership to involve many people from 
as many chapters as possible to make this 
conference a success. 
  Planning for the conference is in full 
swing.  Technical seminars, tour options, an 
architectural scavenger hunt, golf and sporting 
clays, awards banquet, and other events are 
being organized to provide educational and 
networking opportunities for the mutual benefit of 
all individual attendees as well as the chapters 
they represent. 
  Eighteen chapters comprise the Middle 
Atlantic Region, each with an integral role in 
region vitality and leadership, and therefore a 
role in this year’s conference, part of which is 
financial support.  MARC expenses will be paid 
from two main sources: (1) individual attendee 
registration fees and (2) sponsorships or 
contributions.  Any shortfall in the amount raised 
from both sources will be paid from region 
general funds.  For sponsorships and 
contributions, the region leadership is asking 
each chapter to raise and commit, in the 
coming month, $1,500 for the Region’s use 
on conference expenses .  This amount is no 
doubt over and above funds you may have 
already budgeted to support your own members’ 
participation in the conference, and it is not 
lightly requested, but it is sincerely hoped that by 
dividing the overall sponsorship/contribution goal 
amongst all of our chapters, that any individual 
chapter effort will not be overly burdensome, in 

spite of the difficult and unpredictable economic 
situation most of us find ourselves in at present. 
  Contributions from chapters, firms or 
individuals will, of course, be welcome to fund 
the chapter goal of $1,500, but we expect most 
chapters will primarily want to seek sponsorships 
rather than contribute from their general 
funds.  To simplify and facilitate the sponsorship 
effort, an information page on “Sponsorship 
Opportunities,”  establishing what we believe 
are reasonable sponsorship options with 
reasonable returns on investment, and a 
“Sponsorship Registration”  form have been 
prepared and accompany this letter of 
appeal.  These are for your immediate use  at 
meetings, on chapter websites, in newsletters 
published between now and mid-September, 
and by e-mail distribution to chapter members 
and other potential sponsoring firms or 
organizations.  Getting the word out about 
sponsorship availability is really the single 
biggest part of this task for chapters. 
 It is our hope that most communications 
in this regard will occur quickly and electronically 
to speed this effort on its way.  If you do not 
have the means to electronically distribute the 
attached sponsorship information within your 
chapter, please let me know as soon as possible 
so that we can assist with e-mailing. 
  The logistics of receiving, tracking and 
coordinating sponsorship registrations will be 
handled at the region level, for which we will 
provide periodic updates to each chapter’s 
leadership.  You will note that the Sponsorship 
Registration form has a space to indicate the 
chapter(s) with which the sponsor is affiliated, so 
that the appropriate chapter(s) can receive 
“credit” for that sponsor.  It may be that the

Digital Files May Kill Credibility

 All it takes is one: one off-color joke sent from 
a company e-mail account or one hotheaded e-mail 
transmitted without a thought about how it could later 
be used to devastate the company’s side of a legal 
case, even if the e-mail or its author is entirely unre-
lated to the subject of the litigation. In the ever-
expanding world of electronic documents and com-
munication, businesses need to take proactive steps 
to prevent the creation of damaging documents, and 
they have to be prepared in the event litigation does 
arise by implementing an e-data management system 
before litigation. 
 Advanced information technology has drasti-
cally increased the scope of what is now discover-
able, and mutual requests for production of electroni-
cally stored information are prevalent in today’s litiga-
tion. E-mail is an especially valuable source of evi-
dence in litigation, 
because frequently employees are less mindful

 in such exchanges than in written memos and letters. 
People today tend to send an e-mail rather than pick 
up the phone, thus documenting precisely when a 
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the event of litigation. 
 Second, use e-mail appropriately. Separate 
work and personal e-mail accounts because sending 
or receiving inappropriate e-mails on the company 
account can allow the other side to argue that the 
company fosters an uncouth, unprofessional or unfo-
cused culture. 
 Third, don’t e-mail when angry. If you are up-
set about something that occurred on the job, do not 
e-mail about it until you cool off. 
 Fourth, don’t e-mail potential ammunition. Be 
mindful of the words used in e-mails and make every 
effort not to use language which later can be used 
against you or your company by an adverse party. 
 Finally, get advice. Consult counsel before 
creating any electronic document that could poten-
tially lead to trouble.  
  In addition to the pitfalls discussed above, 
companies can land themselves in trouble by failing 
to implement—and follow—an effective record-
retention policy. Failure to preserve and produce 
electronically stored information during the discovery 
process can spark major trouble in the form of costly 
sanctions and/or adverse inferences which often de-
stroy credibility at trial. For example, once a party rea-
sonably anticipates litigation, the party has a duty to 
preserve information relevant to that litigation, which 
is typically accomplished through a “litigation hold.” A 
litigation hold suspends a company’s current docu-
ment retention/destruction policies and informs key 
persons of their obligation to preserve relevant infor-
mation.  
In order to guard against damaging and expensive 
sanctions, a company should put in place a litigation 
hold. The company also should make sure its counsel 
is familiar with the firm’s document and information 
retention policies and data-retention architecture and 
communicates with the “key” players about document 
and information storage. Both counsel and the firm 
should monitor compliance with the litigation hold.  
E-discovery is a rapidly developing area of law. Ac-
cordingly, businesses need to be aware of the poten-
tial pitfalls of seemingly harmless e-mail habits and 
understand and implement the elements of an effec-
tive e-data management plan. These strategies can 
help avoid expensive and credibility-killing sanctions 
in litigation.

correspondence occurred and what was said.  
Beyond that, electronically stored information can be 
searched more easily, and it is extremely difficult, if not im-
possible, to destroy. In today’s world, cases can be won 
and lost based on incriminating e-mails, images, calendar 
files, databases, spreadsheets, audio files, voice mail, FTP 
sites, PDAs, smart phones and memory cards.  
There are simple ways that busi nesses can avoid these 
problems and minimize the risks related to e-discovery.  
 First, don’t e-mail “inside jokes.” They can be misin-
terpreted or offensive, especially if they are about the peo-
ple with whom you deal. If you or any of your colleagues 
have inside jokes, lingo or nicknames for clients, advisers 
or even opposing parties, do not use them in e-mails or any 
written communication that could potentially be produced in
